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The University will waive hdf thetuitionfor upto six credits per semester, while the Department of
Educionwill waive hdf thetuitionfor no more than three credits per semester.

Students may enroll in amaximum of two courses or six credits per semester at University of Maine
System (UMS) campuses. Themaximum of six credits or two courses indudes registration at multiple
campuses within the UMS. However students may not take more than atotal of more than 4 courses
ove thesummer, fall and spring semesters. The program is limited to courses taughtthroughon-site
ingruction and UMA interactive television courses offered at University Centers. Developmental/non-
collegelevel courses (such as ENG 005N Basic Writing, or MAT 009N Foundadionsof Math) are
excluded.

Completed applicationswill be processed in the order received and enroliment is on a space available
basis. State of Mainewaiverswill beallocated onafirst-come, first-served basis. The Registrar will
notify students in writing whether they qudify for the program and if the State waiver will be applied
to ther account
